1. Squeak was not run over by a car or dropped in the swamp.
2. Faith does not own Scorcher.
3. Eve owns the bear that was mauled at the zoo by a penguin, but this bear 
didn't lose an ear. 
4. Ted was not run over by a car.
5. Poor Perky lost his nose.
6. The lost leg was caused when a dog bit one poor teddy; this teddy did not belong to Faith.
7. An ear was not lost in the swamp.
8. Midge was either bitten by a dog or fell in a lake full of piranha fish and he lost either an eye or an ear.
9. Carrie was distraught when her teddy lost an eye; this is not Scorcher.
10. The teddy who suffered the hole in it's back belonged to Aidie if it was caused by being dropped in the swamp, but belonged to Barry if it was caused by a car
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
